Tips on Going to Court 

1. Etal ñan jikin ekajet ilo raan in roñjake eo am. 
Go to court on your hearing date.

Dress neatly.  Do not wear shorts, tank tops, or swimsuits.

• Jab boktok kein ire ak uno ko rōkajur me emo kōjerbali 
ñan jikin ekajet.  Do not bring weapons or illegal drugs to court.
